Description:

Our existing maintenance client requested us to review his Air Handling plant in providing a cooling
element to hit prestigious galleries.

Hemlow, in 2007, undertook a similar project to air handling units C, E, F & G.

These projects included the total upgrade of the control systems on each of the air handling units, a
new base build EBMS.

The A&B AHU project was carried out in July 2009 when Hemlow carried out a full design build
project. A specification was provided and agreed at design stage. This was then implemented into the
project build. Each of the air handling systems had new cooling DX batteries installed based on
design rates from pre-commission results. The condenser units were sized and located on adjacent
roof to each plant. New power supplies and control panels were installed to provide additional loads
required.

The new 1Q3 Trend controllers were networked on to the EBMS providing the close control needed for
Galleries of this type.
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
