How to reach us:- 

By Car to Mill Green.  From Goat Rd turn into Wates Way, which 
leads to Willow Lane. Turn left into Wandle Way.  Park on road. 

By Tram (Wimbledon/Croydon link) 

To Mitcham Stn, walk away from bridge with track on left.  Follow 
footpath to road and continue in same direction, after right bend turn 
left into footpath (signposted to Estate).  Our building faces on left as 
you leave the footpath. 

By Train (London/Sutton link)  To Mitcham Junction Stn. (option to 
continue by tram to Mitcham Stn).  To walk from Mitcham Junction 
need to cross main road and either turn into Aspen Gardens, see 
map, at bend continue on footpath in same direction.  After short 
distance turn right onto main footpath and continue to road, or turn 
into footpath, see map, and continue to road.  Turn left at road and, 
shortly after passing concrete blocks in road, .turn right into Wandle 
Way and follow to 24, at end of road on right. 

By Bus The 118, 201 and 280 go to Mitcham Stn, see above.  The 127 

Unit 3, 24 Wandle Way, Mitcham, Surrey, CR4 4NB 
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The Kid Stop mobile shop allows us to access places in the  
local community that have few similar retail outlets.  We visit 
a variety of venues and locations, such as   
environmental fairs, schools and community markets. 

The mobile shop is available at the request of any local agency 
such as Sure Start or Children's Centre’s.  

We can also provide a temporary retail unit to be used in 
conjunction with other community based organisations, 
(where the mobile shop is unsuitable for a location).

We sell a wide variety of 
high quality recycled 
goods for children aged 
between 0-10 years old. 

Currently open every 
Thursday and Friday 
between 10:00 am and 
2:00 pm. Our aim is to 
help thousands of families  
obtain good quality items 
that they otherwise may 
not be able to afford. 

We are committed to supporting the local community 
and keeping good quality items from going to landfill. 
We also provide a retail skills training programme for 
unemployed parents.
